Admission criteria to the ACE Unit:


► Age 65 or older


► Regular medical ward level of nursing (i.e., no


     need for telemetry, step-down level care, or 


     chemotherapy). 


► Isolation possible 


► Preference for admitting patients with cognitive 


     impairment and/or at risk for functional decline 


     during hospitalization. 


► Indicate “Admit to ACE Unit” on your orders to


     have your patient considered for admission to the


     ACE unit. Please contact Irin Blanco, RN 5C 


     Nurse Manager or her designee, with any questions


     about whether a particular patient is appropriate for


      ACE unit admission.

The ACE Team rounds weekdays in the 5C solarium on all ACE unit patients at 8:45am and you are welcome to attend.





HOW?


The ACE team will make recommendations and communicate these to interns and residents via the “ACE Recommendations” form located on the orders or via text page (Pagerbox).  Some non-medication related interventions will be directly ordered by the ACE unit medical director and relayed to the team via Pagerbox. The primary team retains responsibility for ordering medications, consultations, and all other orders not specified above.
